The opening date for 2007 applications has been postponed (from Mar 5th) pending release of the guidelines. It is expected that once guidelines are published the application will begin on a Monday and last for 5 weeks.

A Fire Department may submit up to 3 separate applications but must do so one at a time, therefore you should start the process now. 
Lower end training center update. The Federal Grant application for the previously approved funding for a portion of the project has been filed with HUD. This amount will be $1.25 million. The LBFTF Committee and the Commissioners are working to secure an additional $1.25 million in federal funding. In addition, the Commissioners have pledged funding to this project in the amount of $2.5 million. The Commissioners are currently negotiating with several large property owners to situate the training facility in Lower Bucks.
Station 35, Lingohocken, has donated their 1969 International Field Truck to the Central DeKalb County Fire Department in Maysville, Missouri (East of t. Joseph, North of Kansas City).  It was loaded onto a flatbed in Penns Park on Friday, March 9, arrived in Missouri over the weekend and placed into service almost immediately.  Within 4 days, it had responded to 5 grass fires totaling 125-150 acres.  Also, an update on Lingohocken’s 1973 Hahn is that it is reported to be still in front line service in Waveland, MS.  The Waveland FD has fondly nicknamed it the “Shrimp Boat,” as its engine sounds like that of a shrimp boat.  

Lingohocken will be conducting final water flow and tanker fill/dump testing with ISO on Sunday, March 25 to hopefully get Wrightstown Township their first-ever ISO rating better than a Class 9.  There is no public water supply in Wrightstown, and the Fire Co. is attempting to prove using tanker shuttles/drafting/long hose lays as an equivalent water supply.  ISO did the documentation/equipment review on February 26.  Lingohocken would like to thank all of our mutual aid companies who have assisted us with this 2-year plus effort.
