In January or February of this year, the state senate passed SB 10, which 
would have awarded 25 million dollars, per year for five years, to the 
Volunteer Fire Service. The bill was then sent to the House of  Representatives for their approval. So far all they have done in the House 
is present 3 bills with changes to the Senate version, without any 
positive action. Senate Bill 10 would guarantee that we would get the grant program for 5 years without the hassle or the need for new bills to approve the grant and additional bills to get the money appropriated. They need to know that we need this grant money without the yearly hassle to convince the legislature to pass another Bill.
Warrington, Station 29, had a fire at the Health and Wellness Center, on March 30, 2007, that was extinguished by (2) two sprinklers. This building is a 2 story medial building that is affiliated with Doylestown Hospital. The department was dispatched for a building fire and first arriving companies found a fire in the kitchen of the café, and a moderate smoke condition throughout the 2 story building. The sprinklers held the fire to the area of origin and ventilation was performed. Ventilation was difficult due to no openings on the second floor, (i.e.: roof hatches or windows). At one point there were approximately 12 fans running to help move the smoke. FM-200 determined the cause as accidental. The building was up and ruining within 24 hours. This is the 6th sprinkler activation in Warrington Township in the last several years that has saved lives and property.

This moving presentation also conveys the untold story of LODD survivors in Pennsylvania and nationally, revealing how family members must live with the consequences of a firefighter death. The LODD survivors will tell their stories in their own words to explain the impact of a fatality on the firefighter’s family, friends and coworkers. Their message is intended to change attitudes and cause firefighters to modify dangerous behaviors.
